Operating Procedures and Information

School Hours

School Hours for students are from 8:45 until 3:15.  Students arriving before 8:30 must wait in the main lobby area until they are permitted into the classrooms.  Students should not arrive at school before 8:30 AM.

Absences

It is important that a child be present each day that school is in session.  However, we are aware that illnesses do occur and absence from school is appropriate.  If your child is absent, parents/guardians should phone the Absentee Verification line at 973-361-7450 (dial 1 for absentee verification) before 9:00 AM.  The student’s name, classroom teacher, reason for absence, and length of absence should be clearly stated.  This number is available 24 hours each day. If you forget to call in, the office will contact you.  Please send in a written excuse from home following each absence.


Student absences for family vacations can be disruptive to the educational process and are discouraged.  When a student is absent due to a family vacation, the student and parent/guardian will assume responsibility for making arrangements to complete missed assignments and/or tests.  However, it is district policy not to provide homework during family vacations, other than long-term assignments.

Tardiness

Students are tardy if they arrive at school after 8:45 AM.  Students who are tardy need to report to the main office before proceeding to class. If your child is ordering lunch, they will need to complete a Lunch Order Slip and take it to the cafeteria when they sign in. Call in to the Absence Verification line if your child will be tardy and arriving after 9:00 AM.  

Dismissal

Any student, who is not going home in the usual way, MUST bring a note in the morning notifying the teacher of the change.  If there is an emergency and you must call in to request a change, please call the main office at 973-361-7450 and speak to one of the office personnel.  Do not leave a message on a teacher’s voice mail.

Early Dismissal

Parents are encouraged to schedule medical appointments, etc., after school.  Students who need to be dismissed before the end of the school day are to submit a note from a parent/guardian to the child’s teacher, which will be forwarded to the office.  Parents are required to meet their children and sign them out at the main office.


Parents picking up students for early dismissal at the end of the school day should arrive at school by 3:05 PM.  Students will be called down to the office at 3:10 PM.  After 3:10 PM, parents will need to wait until all students are dismissed to meet their child.

Bus Changes

Bus changes are not permitted for play dates.   If there is an emergency situation and your child needs transportation to a different stop for childcare purposes, send a note to the office each day a change is needed; multiple day requests must have separate notes for each day.   Should this change be necessary after your child leaves for school, please call the office           (973-361-7450) as soon as possible and speak to one of the office personnel.  If at all possible, call the school before 11:30AM.  DO NOT LEAVE THIS TYPE OF MESSAGE IN A VOICE MAILBOX.   YOU MUST SPEAK TO ONE OF THE OFFICE STAFF.
Children who will not be riding on the bus home in the afternoon need to bring a note to school stating that they will be picked up.  If your child is already at school and something pressing necessitates that you pickup your child, be sure to call the school office.

Visitors

Visitors to the school are always welcome.  We have a camera security system for our building.  Each person entering the building will be required to buzz in at the front door.  Upon entering the building each visitor is required to sign in and out through the main office.  Visitors are required to wear a visitor’s badge while on school property.  Articles to be delivered to children during school hours should be left in the office with your child’s name and teacher on them.

Lost and Found

A Lost and Found Box is maintained in a convenient location.  It would be helpful if all articles of clothing, school bags, lunch bags, musical instruments, etc. are clearly marked with your child’s name and grade.  Parents should frequently check this box for lost or misplaced articles.  We will display items monthly and donate any unclaimed articles to a shelter.

Evacuation Drills

An Evacuation Chart is posted in each classroom area.  It is the purpose of these drills to prepare each student to meet any emergency that might require a safe, rapid, mass exit.


Remember everyone must leave the building through the nearest exit.

1. WALK-do not run

2. Students are not to talk and should listen for directions.

3. When outside, move to your assigned area and await instruction.

4. Upon teacher’s signal, students will quietly return to the building.

5. Every student, teacher, and guest will be accounted for before reentry into the building.

Homework Policies

Homework is a natural outgrowth of the daily school program.  It will be assigned on a daily basis as needed.  The length of time devoted to these assignments will vary from grade to grade.  The following allotments reflect the estimated amount of time each student should devote to homework:


Kindergarten 
 Teacher’s discretion


Grades 1 & 2 
 30 minutes


Grades 3 & 4 
 40 minutes


Grade 5          
50-60 minutes


If your child is unable to complete the assignment due to a legitimate reason, please send the teacher a note.  The teacher will accept parental notes and your child will receive additional instruction or time to complete the missing or incomplete homework.


Parents will be notified if students are not completing homework during a marking period.  Parents should notify teachers immediately if their child experiences difficulties completing assignments.

Health Services

Mrs. Rosa DeCandia, the school nurse, will be on duty each day during school hours.  

Please refer to your Health Services Handbook for information on particular communicable diseases. The handbook contains information on when your child may return to school after certain illnesses.  

The Health Services Handbook contains information regarding administration of medication in school.  Please refer to the information contained in this publication. Children are not permitted to bring medication to school (either prescription or over-the-counter).  

If your child should get sick or injured in school, parents will be notified and should be prepared to have them picked them up promptly.  
Miscellaneous Parent Information
1.
If your address, or home, cell phone or business phone number should change during the year, please notify the school office staff (Mrs. Bruseo or Mrs. DeFilippo) at 973-361-7450 ext. 200.

2.
The use of the telephone is restricted to use by the staff only.  Children may use the telephone by permission of the principal and only in case of emergency.

3.
Students are not permitted to bring the following items to school, unless given specific permission by the teacher:
a. Gum, candy and classroom snacks

b. More than $5 (except for trips, Book Fair, etc.)

c. Electronic devices (i.e. Walkman, Game boys, cell phones, beepers, etc.)

d. Toys, stuffed animals

e. Playing cards, game cards, sports cards, etc.

Items that are brought to school that become lost, stolen, or damaged will not be the school’s responsibility.

School Property

It is the student’s responsibility to help care for our school and the equipment within.  Anyone found defacing school property or otherwise acting destructively will be reprimanded and parents will be held liable for the damages.


All books and equipment issued to students or borrowed by students will be charged to their name.  It is expected that at the end of the school year all materials will be returned in satisfactory condition.  Fines will be levied if there is loss, misuse, or abuse of school materials.

DWYER SCHOOL BEHAVIOR GUIDELINES

The vision of the Catherine A. Dwyer School is to create a safe, positive, and secure environment for all students.  Within this environment, we will strive as a community to respect individuals, and to work together and learn together cooperatively.

Rewards & Recognition

Students are regularly recognized for efforts and achievement through class and teacher rewards.  Varying degrees of rewards are utilized to promote achievement and to assist in motivating students.


Teachers, staff members and the principal will work together to recognize students for their efforts on a daily, monthly and yearly basis.  An Awards Program at the end of the school year acts as a culminating recognition of class and individual efforts.

Correction and Consequences

The severity or repetitive nature and individual circumstances of a student’s behavior will be given careful consideration when determining appropriate consequences which are focused on redirecting behavior.  Consequences for noncompliance of the above expectations shall include, but not be limited to, the following items, which are not meant to be sequential:

· Warning/reprimand

· Time out

· Loss of recess (partial or full)

· Parent/guardian notification

· Student/parent/staff member conferences

· Denial of participation in school activities

· Temporary loss of bus riding privilege

· In-school suspension

· Out-of-school suspension

The PTA is proud of the many activities and services we provide for the enrichment of our children and the Dwyer Family.  These are only possible through the support and active participation of our volunteers.  We encourage all families to be partners in the work and share in the rewards of involvement in our children’s education.  If you have any questions, please contact the committee chairperson or any of the PTA officers.

PTA committees and other volunteer activities:
Beautification:  This committee was formed for educational based projects that improve the outside aesthetic beauty of our school.  The Reading Garden is their most notable project to date.
Board of Education Liaison: Volunteers attend Board of Education meetings and report significant developments at PTA meetings.

Book Fair:  (November & March) Students and parents may purchase books during the school day.  Help is needed with set up, selling, assisting the students with their purchases and clean up.  
Bulletin Boards:  PTA & school events are highlighted on the bulletin board in the lobby of the school.   Help with Photography is always welcome.

Cultural Arts:  This committee brings arts and educational enrichment programs to the students throughout the year.

Data Coordination:  This committee maintains the PTA database of all students & families, produces the Dwyer Phone Book and the Room Parent Emergency Contact Reports, and keeps track of committee volunteers.

Family Activities:  Social activities (such as Welcome Back Picnic, Movie Night, Bingo) available at a low cost for the entire family.   

Field Day: (June) A morning of athletic events and games for all grades.    The PTA provides lunch.  Help is needed with score keeping, providing water, assisting the children with the events, cooking and serving lunch.

Fifth Grade Activities:  This committee works with the staff to organize special activities for the 5th grade throughout their last year at Dwyer.  Volunteers are also needed to organize the D.A.R.E. graduation dinner.

Fifth Grade Year Book:  This committee compiles all the information necessary to produce the 5th grade yearbook. 

Fundraising:  Monies raised are used to provide cultural arts programs, field trips, and other PTA initiatives.  
Health & Welfare:  This committee promotes awareness of health and safety issues that affect our children, providing information and programs for both students and parents.

PTA committees and other volunteer activities (Cont.):
Holiday Gift Shop:  (December) Children get an opportunity to purchase gifts for family members at affordable prices in the safe environment of the school.  Help is needed for set up, assisting the children with their shopping and clean up.

Literacy Night:  This is fun night to promote literacy. It runs with the Spring Book fair. Volunteers are needed to plan the night with fun activities and games based on the Book Fair themes.
Newsletter:  Published several times throughout the year, the PTA newsletter keeps you informed about what is happening at school and in the PTA.

Physical Fitness Testing: Volunteers help the Phys. Ed. teachers measure students’ physical fitness in the fall and spring.

Plant Sale:  (May) Our annual Mother’s Day Plant Sale gives students an opportunity to purchase inexpensive flowering plants.  Volunteers are needed to assist children with their purchases.

Project Jump:  (May) A day of jumping rope for the entire school.  Volunteers are needed to help the children turn ropes for double jumping.

Reflections:   This is a National PTA Arts Recognition and Achievement Program for students.  Participation in this program provides students with the opportunity to explore and learn various art forms.

Room Parents:  Parents are needed from each class to place phone calls for unscheduled early dismissals or any other informational purpose.  Other responsibilities include assisting with parties and attending field trips.  The Room Parent Coordinator is the liaison between staff and the room parents and coordinates all aspects of room parents as listed above.
